Good News! 

Camels (beginning in Africa where my ancestors came from) are going to be getting together to help feed the hungry there.  Our basic plan is outlined below, and we’ll keep you posted as our project develops.  Camel’s milk is coming to the rescue!

Camel’s milk could be the straw that breaks the back of hunger and fosters economic development in Third World countries.

Our Mission:

In Third World countries with camel populations, establish satellite camel mini-dairies or milking stations that can offer immediate aid to feed the hungry and build a foundation for permanent economic relief.
WHY NOW:  In April 2006, The United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) published a report hailing camel’s milk as a new superfood: “Prospects are bright for camel** dairy products which are highly nutritious and could provide a much needed extra source of income for the nomadic herders in drought-prone areas that rear camels…A market potentially worth 10 billion dollars, camel milk is three times as rich in Vitamin C as cow’s milk, with high concentrations of iron, unsaturated fatty acids and B vitamins.  It is also currently prescribed for convalescing patients in Russia, Kazakstan and India, while in Africa, it may be recommended for people with AIDS…Research in Kenya is being conducted on the role camel milk is claimed to have in reducing diabetes and coronary heart disease.”

WHO:  Renowned researcher Dr. Reuven Yagil of Ben-Gurion University and Gift of the Desert Industries, Ltd. in Israel has worked in the field of camel research since 1969, establishing a working dairy at the University, researching development of camel’s milk products and introducing specific technologies for use in modern camel farming throughout the world.

HOW:  Personnel would be trained at the camel dairy in southern Israel regarding milking practices, collection procedures from nomads, and ultimate distribution in starvation stricken communities.

WHERE:  The Millennium Challenge Corporation has identified countries eligible for its program assistance because they have demonstrated commitment to policies that promote political and economic freedom, investments in education and health, control of corruption, and respect for civil liberties.  Beginning in Africa, there are a number of countries that could receive assistance from MCC via Camel Power NOW, under the direction of Dr. Yagil’s team.  

WHEN:  NOW.  Camel Power NOW is a non-profit organization intent on offering immediate assistance to famine stricken areas, as well as establishing a basic foundation for a permanent source of revenue from the milking stations/dairies that will enable natives to raise their standard of living.
